Please read all instructions before beginning the installation process.

While temperature does not affect your Dualliner, itis easier to install when the bedlineris above 50 degrees
Fahrenheit. If workingin coldertemperatures, itis helpful to warm the bedliner indoors priorto installation. The mat may
take a “set” while rolled. If possible, unroll the mat and let it “relax” in the sun to make it easier to work with. If
installing in cold weather it may take several weeks for the mat to fully relax.

Step 1: Install the loadguard panel. (Fig. 1)
e Position the lower half of the Load Guard Panel in front of the factory tie downs.
e Place the Load Guard panel over the front rail and snap inplace.
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Step 2: Install the sidewall panels. (Fig. 2) P /‘a

e Startingata45degree angle, position the side wall panel under the rail of the truck and “ e :
slidein place. i E

e Oncein position under the rail, with tie-downs showing through the pre-trimmed holes, tuck the top
edge of the sidewall panel under the factory rail cap at the tailgate end and at the front.

e Behindthe cab, thesidewallandload guard panels nesttogether and can be secured. Alignthe
holes usingaPhillips screwdriverasanalignmenttoolifneeded and pressaprovided pine-tree
pin into each hole. (not needed for trucks that have a rail cover)

e Repeat on opposite side.

*Note: Thenested feature from load guard to sidewall is not required for securing the panels as therail cap and rubber

floor will interlock the system. Under the factory rails, are push pins, make sure the side walls are

not hung up on these, this will not allow proper install.

* If your truck is equipped with LED lights, there are pre-cut holes for both lights.

Step 3: Install the ZeroSkid Rubber Floor®. (Fig. 3)
e [iftthematintothetruckand unroll with nub side down.

e Starttucking the matintothe channel from front to back.
*Tip: It is generally easiest to tuck one side, then the other side.

e Make sure it is pulled as far forward as possible for best fit.
e Thematwill“settle” intoposition,sometimesgivingitakickorshufflingyourfeetwillhelpitfindits
place.

Step 4: Install the tailgate panel. (Fig. 4)

e Removeand save8existingfactoryinstalled screwsfromthetop halfof the tailgate usinga T30
Torx Driver.

= Align the panel using the bolt holes as a guide.

e \Withaprovided NylonSpacer, replacethefactoryscrewsto attachthe tailgate panel. Finger
tightening at first, then using a hand tool tighten fully. Be careful not to strip the screws.

*Optional: Since the tailgate panel only attaches with hardware across the top half, we have provided double sided

tape should youwanttosecurethe bottom half.
