While temperature does not affect your DualLiner, it is easierto install whenthe bedlineris above 50 degrees
Fahrenheit. If workingin coldertemperatures, itis helpful to warm the bedliner indoors priorto installation. The mat may
take a “set” while rolled. If possible, unroll the mat and let it “relax” in the sun to make it easier to work with. If
installing in cold weather it may take several weeks for the mat to fully relax.

IMPORTANT - Truck Bed Preparation:

e Use a T40 Bit to remove all 4 Factory Tie Down Cleats.
e Use a T30 Bit to remove the 4 Box Link Plates.
e The tailgate installation will require the T25 and T20 bits.

Step 1: Install the loadguard panel. (Fig. 1)
« Snap the panel over the top rail at the front of the truck.
« Then push the lower half towards thetruck

Step 2: Install the sidewall panels. (Fig. 2)
= At Tailgate end, turn the rubber tailgate stopper out of the way.

« Starting at a 45 degree angle, slide the sidewall panel up and under the rail of the
truck. Make sure that the panel does not get hung up behind the rail, it will tuck
beneath the rail cap in the front, around the two pillars above the wheel well and
beneath the rail cap at the rear near the tailgate. It may take a few tries to get it
perfectly under the rail. Also, it is important to note that the holes may not look

perfectly aligned at this stage— follow the install all the way to the end as the panels
will shift until the ZeroSkid Rubber Floor® Is in place.
« Repeat on the other side.

Step 3: Install the ZeroSkid Rubber Floor®. (Fig. 3)

e |iftthe matintothetruckandunroll with nubside down.

e Starttuckingthe matintothe channelfromfrontto back.

* Tip: Itis generally easiest to tuck one side, front to back and thenthe other side.
= Make sure it is pulled as far forward as possible for best fit.

= Themat will “settle”intoposition,sometimesgivingita kickor shuffling your feet will Fig. 3
help it find its place.

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Step 4: Reinstall factory hardware.

= Reinstall the tie down cleats and BoxLink plates. Start by finger-tightening all locations. Then
use a T40 bit and a T30 bit, respectively.

e Turnthe tailgate stopper back to the bed.

Step 5: Install the tailgate panel. (Fig. 4)
*Tip: To avoid stripping or cross threading the hardware it is best to use hand
toolsfor the tailgate hardware.

« Remove the factory screws with a T25 bit, you can keep these for another project,
they will be replaced by the enclosed hardware.

= Placepanelon thetruck, aligningthe holes with the holes onthe truckand finger tighten Fig. 4
using the provided black screws with shoulder washers. The panel will come up to the
factory rail cap but not overlap it.

® Finish tightening the rest of the way using a T20 bit.
